STUDENT PERCEPTIONS SURVEY 2008
A copy of the Annual Student Survey carried out in Spring 2008 is available for reference from Library Resources.

What is it?

Each year the College engages an independent company to carry out a survey of students’ perceptions of the work of the College.  Over 300 students completed questionnaires which were then analysed and used to produce this report.
What’s it for?

It’s another way of finding out how you think the College is doing in providing for your education.  There is also an annual parents’ survey.

What happens as a result?

This year’s survey suggests that the students are least happy with the delivery of truancy control.
The Student Support Team receives the attendance of every student on a daily basis and all morning and afternoon absences are followed-up.  The unauthorised absence as a percentage of total possible sessions (am and pm) for the academic year 2008 is 0.85%, significantly below the national average.

We pursue truancy rigorously by:-

· Contacting parents

· After college detention and lunch-time supervision

· Lesson by lesson weekly report cards for those truanting

· Investing, from September 2008, in a new texting service to strengthen our monitoring of students

· Involving Educational social workers for those regularly truanting.  This ultimately leads to fast-track prosecution and/or Parenting Orders.

The survey also said that students felt that community spirit, college facilities, college security and availability of resources were exceptional.
